When Leo Kanner first identified autism in
1943, he noted the lack of warmth among
the parents of autistic children.

The idea of a link between the MMR
vaccine and autism came to prominence
after the publication of a paper by
Andrew Wakefield and others in The
Lancet in 1998.

Genetics
For some children, autism spectrum
disorder can be associated with a
genetic disorder.
For other children, genetic changes
(mutations) may increase the risk of
autism . 

Environment
Researchers are currently exploring
whether factors such as

viral infections
medications or complications during
pregnancy, or
air pollutants

Double Empathy Theory
When people with very different experiences of the world
interact with one another, they will struggle to empathize with
each other.

Diffusion chain Experiment
Significantly steeper decline in detail retention in
the mixed chains was found, while autistic chains
did not significantly differ from non-autistic chains.
Participant rapport ratings revealed significantly
lower scores for mixed chains. These results
challenge the diagnostic criterion that autistic
people lack the skills to interact successfully.
Rather, autistic people effectively share
information with each other.
